Mission Team Special Appeal: LEI Canada 

The second special appeal by the Missions Team for 2021 

is for Literacy & Evangelism International -Canada (LEI). 

This Canadian charity focuses on literacy – equipping 

churches to teach people the local language so they are 

able to read the Bible themselves, if one already is 

available in translation.

All materials can be 

taught by church volunteers. Internationally, LEI works 

with local partners in different countries, e.g., Ghana, 

Malawi. All LEI funding comes from donations from 

churches or individuals. Carey Jo Johnston will give a 

short presentation on the work of LEI today, June 28.
